Tutorials:

Writing Assignments:

All handwritten work to be submitted to me must be in blue or black ink on notebook paper with an MLA heading. All work written outside of class must be typed or computer-generated. Crashed hard drives, lack of printer ink, etc. are not excuses for late work. Plan ahead for emergencies.
Late Work & Makeup Work:
· Major assignments will be accepted with a ten-point penalty for each day late.

· Daily work and quizzes are not accepted late.

· Work missed because of an absence may be made up, but you have one day for the number of days missed to turn in the assignment(s). For example, if you miss two days, you have two days to complete the assignment(s).

· Work that is assigned prior to the absence is due on the first day of your return, including major grades.

· It is the student’s responsibility to find out what has been missed. If you have missed class, check the website for the assignment(s) you need to complete. I WILL NOT REMIND YOU!

· Make-up assignments may not be completed during class. You must come before or after school to complete any quizzes or tests you may have missed.

Textbooks & Class Sets:

You may leave your textbooks at home for homework because I will provide you with a class set for us to use at school. This is a privilege. If you do not take care of our class set, you will be required to bring your heavy books with you to class everyday.
